Adjective 

-(of a person or action) showing a lack of experience, wisdom, or judgment

-(of a person) natural and unaffected; innocent 

3. Boomerang

Verb 

-(of a plan or action) return to the originator, often with negative consequences. 

4. Pertain

Verb 

-be appropriate, related, or applicable 

5. Exult

Verb 

-show or feel elation or jubilation, especially as the result of success 

6. Emphatically 

Adverb 

-in a forceful way 

7. Meekness

Noun 

-the fact or condition of being meek; submissiveness. Meek= quiet, gentle, and easily imposed on 

8. Treachery 

Noun 

Betrayal of trust; deceptive action or nature 

9. Oration 

Noun 

-a formal speech, especially one given on a ceremonial occasion

Verb 

-reduce or take away the worth or value of. 

-divert or distract away from

Noun 

-the process of sweating 

-sweat

Adjective 

-relating to or affecting the sense rather than the intellect 

-attractive or gratifying physically, especially sexually

13. Paunch 

Noun 

-a large or protruding stomach 

14. Undulate

Verb 

-move with smooth wavelike motion

15. Hysteria 

Noun 

-exaggerated or uncontrollable emotion or excitement, especially among a group of people. 

16. Pivot

Noun

-the central point, pin, or shaft on which a mechanism turns 

verb

-turn on or as if on a pivot 

17. Anarchy

Noun 

-a state of disorder due to absence or nonrecognition of  authority
