2. Thesis 


The thesis tells the reader what your position/argument is. It is the most important sentence in the paper. Try not to use “I think” or “I believe.” Just tell the reader what is the truth. Even though this is your opinion, you want to convince the reader that there is only one way to see things. Using formal language and 3rd person is the best way to convince your reader that you are correct. 

Ways to Write a Thesis

Step 1: Look at the prompt. Write out an answer to the prompt (1 complete sentence) 

Step 2: Make your thesis professional: 

A. IVF Style 

I: Item (the experience or focus that taught you something)

V: verb 
F: focus (the lesson you learned)

Ex: Harper Lee’s To Kill a Mockingbird presents a race based court case that directly reflects the current judicial system. 
B. Occasion, Position statements 

Occasion: The occasion refers to the audience and gives the necessary background. occasion presents the issue using a subordinating conjunction/dependent word

Position: Position refers to your argument. It is your answer to the prompt, not using Me, I, myself.

Ex: Even though many critics have attempted to prove that To Kill a Mockingbird is a gothic novel, Harper Lee’s work does not fill this prominent literary style.
