The Bluest Eye: Beauty Standards

1. Hook the Reader 

A. Begin with a definition of beauty 


Ex. The Boundless Art History textbook claims: “there is a basic human instinct, an internal appreciation for harmony, balance, and rhythm: this can be defined as beauty.” However, it is the asymmetrical details that make a person truly unique and it is our differences that make us beautiful. 


B.  Describe a beauty standard in society 
Ex: Magazines, pop culture, and society at large have dictated that beauty is defined only by unrealistic bust, waist, and hip measurements. 

C. Describe a person/example of a beauty standard

Ex: Channing Tatum, David Beckham, and Chris Hemsworth have been labeled as some of the world’s most beautiful men because of their bulging biceps and wash board abs. By contrast men who don’t pump iron every day are seen as inferior in the looks department. 

D. Describe your own definition/example of beauty
