2. Thesis 


The thesis tells the reader what your position/argument is. It is the most important sentence in the paper. In this case your thesis will tell the reader whether or not society does a good job deciding what beauty is. Even though this is an opinion paper, you want to convince the reader that your point of view is correct. Try not to use “I think” or “I believe.” Just tell me how it should be. 

Ways to Write a Thesis

1. IVF Style 

I: Item (the experience or focus that taught you something)

V: verb 
F: focus (the lesson you learned)

Ex: The common societal assumption that people with tattoos are unprofessional utterly differs from my perception of tattoos as expressions of beauty and creativity. 

2. Occasion, Position statements 

Occasion: The occasion refers to the audience and gives the necessary background. occasion presents the issue using a subordinating conjunction/dependent word

Position: Position refers to your argument. It is your answer to the prompt, not using Me, I, myself.

Ex: While some might argue that there is beauty in technological design and creation, true beauty should be defined by the simplicity of nature. 

3. Create your own style for your thesis.
